Federal Census

The Federal Government has taken a census of the population of the United States
every ten (10) years since 1790. Each of these 20 census enumerations survive except
the 1890 Schedules. Those were destroyed by fire in 1923 while in storage and prior to
filming.

The first Federal census for the State of Missouri was the 1830 census. Missouri
became a state in 1821 and was not enumerated until the 1830 census was taken.
Federal censuses for Missouri which are available to the researcher at the present
time are:

1830, 1840 and 1850; (There is a printed Index for each of the three.)

1860 and 1870; (No statewide Index has been done for these two.)

1880, 1900 and 1910; (The National Archives has prepared a Soundex, a type of
statewide Index, for these three.)

The Census Schedules for 1920, 1930, 1940, 1950, 1960, 1970 and 1980 are not available
to the public for use. Each census will be released by the Bureau of the Census at a
date approximately 75 years from the date the census was taken, i.e. 1920 census
released circa 1995. It is possible to request a search of these restricted censuses for
one specific close family member, for a fee, if certain criteria can be met. To obtain a
copy of their “Application for Search of Census Records” form and the necessary
instructions write to: Department of Commerce, Bureau of the Census, Pittsburgh,
Kansas 66762.

Located in Cuiver TWP S2N-R 2W Section 2 on Larry Boyce farm about 2 miles "NE .
Cyrene, MO. This cemetery was used by Pioneers wheo came to this area from
Kentucy about 1818. No stones remain standing as the cemetery and surrounding
area has reverted to woodland. A timber cutting crew had a road through a p
portion of the cemetery about 1950. Within the past year or two vandles have
badly smashed the Nancy Scott and three Burks stones.

Bowen had visited this cemetery a number of years ago, and tells that the
Nancy Scott stone detailed briefly the story of she and her husband having beei
captives of the Indians for about three years at an early period in their live:

It is now impossible to decipher this story due to the fractured condition o
the stone. He did manage to get pieced together for the following information

26 creek stones remain standing. Other creek stones were destroyed by the
timber crew machinery.

NOTE: It is believed that the Boyds and Fharrs were buried here also. besides
the Scotts, Fullertons and Burks.
